Leasing	
  a	
  horse	
  provides	
  the	
  rider	
  with	
  the	
  rewards	
  of	
  
building	
  a	
  relationship	
  with	
  their	
  horse	
  that	
  is	
  hard	
  to	
  
do	
  in	
  a	
  lesson	
  only	
  program.	
  Students	
  have	
  the	
  ability	
  to	
  
ride	
  their	
  leased	
  horse	
  whenever	
  it	
  is	
  convenient	
  for	
  
them	
  and	
  know	
  that	
  their	
  horse	
  is	
  always	
  available	
  to	
  
them.	
  They	
  can	
  take	
  their	
  horse	
  to	
  shows,	
  clinics,	
  fun	
  
rides,	
  pony	
  club	
  events	
  etc...	
  	
  
	
  
Leasing	
  is	
  a	
  great	
  step	
  in	
  the	
  direction	
  of	
  buying	
  a	
  horse.	
  
Leased	
  horses	
  are	
  great	
  because	
  they	
  can	
  be	
  returned	
  
after	
  the	
  lease	
  without	
  having	
  to	
  try	
  and	
  sell	
  the	
  horse	
  
yourself.	
  They	
  also	
  cost	
  less	
  than	
  buying	
  a	
  horse	
  
because
